C.O.R.E.  
(Creating Opportunities for Regional 

Excellence) Scholarship

The CORE Scholarship program provides a 
scholarship for two years at A-B Tech and then two 
years UNC Asheville. Qualifications: enroll in the 
A.A., A.E., A.S. transfer program with concentration 
on transferring to UNC Asheville, minimum 3.0 GPA, 
demonstrate a financial need by completing the 
FAFSA, be a resident of North Carolina. Preference 
given to students participating in the Bulldog 
Trailblazer Promise program. 

HERO Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 2020 in 
partnership with UNC Asheville.   The Hero 
Scholarship program provides a scholarship 
for two years at A-B Tech and then two years at 
UNC Asheville. Qualifications: Student is a child 
or dependent of an individual currently working 
as a “front-line” worker as a Firefighter, Police 
Officer, or Healthcare Worker; enroll in the A.A., 
A.E., A.S. transfer program with concentration 
on transferring to UNC Asheville (preference 
given to those students participating in the 
Bulldog Trailblazer program); minimum 3.0 GPA; 
demonstrate a financial need by completing the 
FAFSA, be a resident of North Carolina. 

McKibbon CORE Scholarship
This scholarship was created by the McKibbon 
Hospitality Foundation.  It is awarded to students 
enrolled in the College Transfer Program at A-B Tech 
who plan to transfer to and compleate a BA, BFA or 
BS degree at UNC Asheville.  Other qualifications 
include a 3.5 GPA at both A-B Tech and UNC 
Asheville, be a full-time student (12 hours or more), 
be a resident of North Carolina, and demonstrate 
a financial need.  Preference given to students 
participating in the Bulldog Trailblazer Promise 
program.
